Please can you note for information purposes that the House Builders Federation has recently changed its name to the ‘HBF (Home Builders Federation)’ to reflect the fact that many of its members are now building flats and apartments, rather than just houses.

Consultation

I hope that you will find these comments helpful, and I await the opportunity to be further involved in the SCI in the future, and all aspects of the LDF generally as it evolves. 

I would appreciate before informed in writing by the Council whenever any Development Plan Document (DPD) is either being submitted to the Secretary of State, or being adopted.
