HBF has general comments to make on the following areas of concern, firstly in relation to the lack of core strategy for the area.  PPS12 paragraph 2.9 states the core strategy should normally be the first development plan document to be produced. The core strategy should set out the long term spatial vision for the authority’s area and the strategic policies required to deliver that vision.  In addition, it should set out broad locations for delivering the housing and other strategic development needs. HBF object to the preparation of this document without a core strategy to provide a clear spatial vision against which the allocations preferred option could be judged against





The second issue of concern is the preparation of this document in relation to the timing of the North West Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS).  The draft RSS has not been considered and discussed in front of an independent inspector at an Examination in Public. We would suggest that this DPD is premature ad should wait for the outcome of discussions at the RSS EiP with regard to distribution, whereby the RSS allocation for Congleton could be different than that proposed in draft at present. Further to this concern, the preferred options document does not include any information on how it would be able to deal with ‘changing circumstances’ and demonstrate ‘flexibility’, in accordance with the tests of soundness set out in PPS12. Should the document be carried forward to submission draft and Examination, there would need to be a reference included as to how the plan would be reviewed if the final RSS includes housing provision figures that require changes to allocations.





The approach included in PPS12 that the identification of sites should be founded on a robust and credible assessment of the suitability, availability and accessibility of land for particular uses or mix of uses is supported by the HBF. The final area of concern is related to the existence of a robust and credible evidence base.  The Housing Needs Study referred to in the consultation document is dated 2004.  In addition, it is important to note that such surveys are now changing and the Government is to place increased emphasis on Housing Market Assessments.  The HBF is concerned that until this work is complete the present consultation document is not founded on a robust and credible evidence base.
