The HBF welcomes and supports the relaxation of planning restrictions on the Town Centre.

Housing Mix

It is not the role of the Council to dictate housing mix on private sector sites.  Private individuals purchasing a home make decisions on price, size etc according to their income and personal requirements.  The Council has no place in restricting the amounts of certain types of housing, which is tantamount to telling certain households what they should or shouldn’t buy.  Also by imposing housing mix standards on private housing sites, the Council reduces the supply of housing, excludes some households from decent housing and exacerbates the affordability crisis.
