	Strongly object to this option. Paragraph 4.19 of PPS 12 states ‘Local development documents must be in general conformity with the regional spatial strategy. However, where the regional spatial strategy is being reviewed, account may be taken of the strategy’s progression through the statutory procedures. The weight to be attached to the revised strategy depends on the stage it has reached. Where the regional spatial strategy has been through an Examination in Public, and the proposed changes have been published, considerable weight may be attached to that strategy because of the strong possibility that it will be published in that form by the Secretary of State. Given that the North West RSS Proposed Changes document was published in March 2008, significant weight should be placed on this guidance and a Core Strategy option that does not take this into account should not be pursued.
