	Any Other Business.
EW raised the method members use to demonstrate their companies are accredited to one of the SSIP schemes. This may be a problem as CHAS now require an annual reassessment. VC confirmed that the baseline criteria for SSIP was that an annual assessment is undertaken and CHAS had moved to this position. 
Bryan Loftus requested member’s clarification on first aid training for sales staff. All agreed that a one day basic first aid course was appropriate. 
DHi passed round a picture of staircase and reported on an incident in Scotland being investigated where the lower end transom was worn and buckled. Is there a standard for this? DHi to feed further information back to the group.

NM asked members to consider their processes for ‘out of hours contact numbers’ and the need for these to be clearly displayed on all sites.

VC raised an issue that had been passed to him regarding the installation of Electric gates. The Association of Managing Agents has expressed concern that developers may not be installing gates to the correct specification.  They have issued guidance for their members and VC is to request a copy and distribute as required. 
VC informed the group that the HSE had raised questions regarding the tying of a freestanding housebuilding scaffold as defined in TG:20. The advice currently is conflicting from NASC, HSE and Scaffold contractors and VC will write to the NASC to request a review on behalf of members.
