	Presentation by Paul Madgwick – IOSH Sun Project
PM gave a presentation to the group surrounding Sun Safety in construction.This centered around the levels of skin cancer in the UK construction industry.

The presentation looked at the project funded by the Institution of Occupational Safety and Health (IOSH). 

The two elements of the project being;
1 The development of a short sun safety awareness film specifically for the construction industry.

2 Research to establish whether viewing the film leads to improvements in construction workers knowledge, attitudes and behaviors regarding sun safety.
The project has been developed in consultation and with the full support of the HSE.

	Guidance/Sub Group Updates

a. Health and Safety Charter. This was approved by MSC on 4th July. Yearly work plans to be forwarded to MSC. 
VC reported that 15 members had agreed to sign up to the revised charter to date and he would send a reminder email to those who have not responded, for final confirmation by 13th July.
The group agreed that the document should be launched by the end of August at the latest. Agreement was reached that taking part in accident stats will not be dependent on signing the new charter.

b. Delivering Safety. Leaflet by the ‘Building Products Delivery Working Group.
Latest leaflet (with logos) to be sent out to group.

c. Maneuvering of Roof Trusses via Telehandler. VC reported that Andrew Locker, Ben Burrazi and himself met with Construction Plant Association and HSE regarding the movement of roof trusses. The CPA have agreed to amend the paragraph 10.9 of their guidance based on the discussions and will link this to our guidance on the issue. 
DM asked the group if they were happy that the revised document was not prescriptive and confirmation provided that this was not the case. 
d. Supervisors Competency. DHu went through the draft paper prepared by DHu and BO.
Discussions took place around need to achieve a minimum standard, are in-house courses acceptable, need for a risk based approach and need to see the matrix that accompanies this.

e. CDM update. SA took the group through the paper. It was decided to park this work at this stage. SA asked to keep a watching brief on any further developments.
f. Utilities Code. VC has talked to UKCG regarding this.
HSE are aware of this Code of Conduct through Nick Rigby and are happy to take it further through Thomas Merry.

g. Occupational Health – Medical fitness for Plant Operators.
VC talked the group through the draft version of the ‘medical fitness to operate construction plant’ document. There would be an annual employee questionnaire formal assessment of medical fitness every 3 years. HBF have been asked to support this.

Final draft to be sent out to the group for comments back to VC.

DH discussed the HSE interim guidance re silica and took the group through the paper distributed at the meeting. This listed the key measures from the monitoring done todate. Other technical notes discussed were the construction note number 5 re dry cutting etc; from the CTMA and the NFRC proposals on alternative working methods. HSE are to put guidance note together with NFRC.

Top 5 health risks were sent into Caroline Haslam as shown on distributed paper

Chris Lucas happy to talk to us at next meeting and this will be an agenda item.

h. Consortium Developments. It was explained that this agreement  uses principals previously developed. This is really about infrastructure and all were requested to provide any comments  by the end of July
i. Home Building Scaffolds. VC went through letter sent 22 May 2012 to NASC regarding TG 20 and the provision of home building scaffolds. No formal response has been received to date but the intention is for members of the group to consider the requirments in conjunction with the NASC. 
j. Electric Gates. MP spoke to ARMA about guidance they should issue to us. The document is really old information.
MP issued the Crest Nicholson group procedures for electric gates and confirmed that he was happy for others to utilise as they see fit.
