	IOSH Presentation – Campaign on raising awareness of occupational cancer Phil Bates.

PB talked about the recent research. Of occupational deaths it has been revealed that around half of them are asbestos related. Also that around half of all occupational deaths come from the construction sector.

The campaign will look at increasing awareness and hopes to suggest solutions.

Also, the campaign will cover silica, diesel engine exhaust, solar radiation, shiftwork and asbestos.

Members can get involved by endorsing the campaign with a formal statement and allowing the campaign to use your company logo.

The Occupational Health sub-group will look at this to see if HBF forum can pledge as a group and how this might look. Also, they need to consider whether we create our own bespoke pledge.
